Introduction: Why a new English Curriculum? [image: http://cdn2.hubspot.net/hub/20904/file-13410533-png/images/4cs.png]

1. Learners need an updated curriculum that reflects the knowledge, skills, and abilities needed to succeed in the information age as 21st century learners. 
2. Pre-school, elementary, and secondary school´s curriculum required an update in order to have more pertinent target content.
3. Learners who receive English lessons in elementary and high schools are not reaching the expected English proficiency levels after eleven or twelve years of instruction.  
4. Citizens need to possess a number of competences to communicate effectively in the global context and to face the challenges of an interconnected world. Purpura (2016) summarized these competences as follows:

Over the years, the geopolitical and technological forces in the workplace have increased the knowledge, skills, and abilities (KSAs) that people need to perform their jobs. We are now asked to read, listen, and synthesize large amounts of information from several sources via multiple modalities; search for information, judge its accuracy, and evaluate its applicability; and use communication technologies to collaborate in teams whose members represent a diverse global community (National Research Council, 1999, 2001). Importantly, many of us are asked to do this in a second, foreign, or heritage language (L2), requiring competencies for communicating ideas and establishing relationships in culturally respectful ways (p. 190).

In addition, he stated that:
To succeed in this environment, L2 users must demonstrate that they have the skills needed to process information, reason from evidence, make decisions, solve problems, self-regulate, collaborate, and learn – and they need to do this in their L2 (p. 190).

Education for a new citizenship reinforces the need of 21st century learners who integrate proactively in a globalized world while strengthening their national and global identity.

· Use knowledge, skills, and abilities beyond school contexts.
· Express their own points of view.
· Practice peaceful conflict resolution and search for democratic solutions.
· Harmonize social and economic development and environmental sustainability.
· Take action in favor of sustainability of local, national, and global resources.
· Be aware of a global world where national borders have become more diffused.
· Use ICTs and access to knowledge networks as tools for communication, innovation, and proactive social service.
· Be compassionate national and global citizens.
· Practice democratic principles such as freedom of expression and religion, respect for plurality and cultural diversity (sexual, linguistic, and ethnic) as stated in the Costa Rican Constitution.
· Defend and protect Human Rights and be against all forms of discrimination.

The CEFR defines competences as “the sum of knowledge, skills and characteristics that allow a person to perform actions in society.”

1. The students are social agents that use the target language to perform specific actions in real life contexts meaningfully.
2. Language performances, in oral or written form, respond to language functions and are carried out in specific scenarios.
3. Enabling and communicative activities are task-based and real-life.
4. Learners use authentic materials ensuring comprehensible input, as much as possible.
5. The ICT becomes an important tool to create meaningful learning experiences.
6. A great degree of autonomy is placed on the learner; therefore, the teacher works in the development of learners’ meta-cognitive, meta-affective, and meta-social strategies.
7. Intercultural awareness plays an important role for getting meaning across and facilitating communication among cultures. 
8. Vocabulary, syntax, cohesive forms, and phonology are taught with the purpose of facilitating communication

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The communicative language competences involve knowledge, skills, and understanding of each of the following three components:
· [bookmark: _Toc456676521]Linguistic Component: Deals with the knowledge of phonology, morphology, lexicon and syntax.
· [bookmark: _Toc456676522]Sociolinguistic Component: Refers to the socio-cultural conditions of language use such as social group repertoires or politeness rules.
· Pragmatic Component: Covers, among others, speaker´s and receptor´s attitudes and beliefs, their understanding of the context of an utterance and the functional use of language; for example, the use in specific scenarios of how to act in a given social event or how to participate in a job interview.

The CEFR defines communication as a social act, where learners are social agents, developing a range of general and specific communicative language competences, moving from learning about the language to learning to communicate in the language in active, spontaneous, and authentic language interaction.



[bookmark: _Toc466615401]Tasks
Tasks are defined as any purposeful action considered by an individual, necessary to achieve a given result in the context of a problem to be solved, an obligation to fulfill, or an objective to be achieved. This product may be a brochure for tourists, a blog entry, or a fundraising project for a humanitarian cause.

Task accomplishment by an individual involves the strategic activation of specific linguistic competences (linguistic, pragmatic and socio-linguistic) along with a range of socio-cognitive competences in order to carry out a set of purposeful actions in a particular domain (interpersonal, transactional, academic and professional) with a clearly defined goal and a specific outcome.
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How are lessons planned?
Lesson planning will be developed based on scenarios that focus on one or more of four different domains. 




A unit is six weeks. Lesson plans are created weekly based on themes. Here is an example of how it can be done.

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General Mediation Principles for Third Cycle and Diversified Education 

English teaching places priority on the fine-tuning of learners’ communicative competence involving oral comprehension and oral and written communication so that they become independent users of English and can reach the B1 or A2+ level, based on the descriptors of the CEFR.
· Teachers can select three or four goals per week from the units. They can combine oral or written comprehension with oral and written production, depending on the pedagogical purpose of the lesson.
· Teachers start each theme of a unit’s scenario and lesson with a warm-up activity. Then they share the essential question with the learners and the learning goals/expected outcomes for that day or week.
· The enduring understanding is shared by the teacher at the beginning of each unit to connect learners with the core ideas that have lasting value beyond the classroom.
· Lessons follow a task-based approach combined with the action-oriented approach.
· Grammar is developed by combining both inductive and deductive instruction within a meaningful context.
· The teacher follows a set of integrated sequence procedures as presented below to develop the different linguistic competences.

· Teacher makes sure that all learners understand task instructions.
· Teachers should ensure learners know how to use strategies through teacher scaffolding and modeling, peer collaboration and individual practice.
· Learners have at their disposition useful words, phrases and idioms that they need to perform the task. It could be an audio recording with the instructions and the pronunciation of the words and phrases needed.
· The task could involve the integration of listening and speaking or reading and writing and is given to learners individually, in pairs, or teams.
· The learners complete the task together using all resources they have. They rehearse their presentation, revise their written report, present their spoken reports or publish their written reports.
· Teacher monitors the learners’ performance and encourages them when necessary.
· The learners consciously assess their language performances (using rubrics, checklists and other technically designed instruments that are provided and explained to them in advance). Teachers assess performance, provide feedback in the form of assistance, bring back useful words and phrases to learners’ attention, and provide additional pedagogical resources to learners who need more practice.
· At the end of each unit, the learners develop and present Integrated Mini-Projects to demonstrate mastery of the unit goals.
· The enduring understanding and essential question are central to articulate the three learnings: learn to know, learn to do and learn to be and live in community. The Integrated Mini-Project is an opportunity for learners to integrate these three learnings in a single task.
· Teach and plan English lessons in English to engage learners socially and cognitively.
[bookmark: _Toc511055347][bookmark: _Toc511076761]Classroom Setting in the Action Oriented Approach 
When implementing the action oriented lessons in your English class; remember to: 
a) Consider learners’ interests and needs. 
b) Offer opportunities to work in pairs, in small groups, and as a whole class. 
c) Create a context for learning and reflecting.
d) Provide multiple opportunities to develop communicative competence.
e) Use different classroom layouts: the horseshoe, chairs in a circle, traditional rows and nested tables in groups.


Phonological Competence and the Use of RAPPP…
Phonological competence is the ability to recognize and produce the distinctive meaningful sounds of a language, including: consonants, Vowels, tone patterns, intonation patterns, stress and rhythm.

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Assessment is a purposeful, continuous, contextualized, authentic, reflective, investigative, systematic and multi-phase process, which responds to these four fundamental questions: Why assess learning? What learning to assess? How to assess it? Which are the pedagogical implications in the learning?

The purpose of assessment is to serve each learner’s growth and learning. To prevent student’s failure and allow timely intervention, assessment allows teachers to detect learning gaps so that learners can receive the support needed to be successful. The “what” of assessment involves gaining clarity about the knowledge, skills, abilities, and attitudes (learn to know, learn to do, learn to be and live in community) that learners have to develop as established in the curriculum goals or “can do performance descriptors”. This implies that assessment will mainly be performance-based. Learners are required to demonstrate through integrated-skills tasks within a domain, scenario and theme, specified knowledge, skills and abilities using the target language. Assessment can also be discrete point, which means the use of selected response tasks to isolate and measure discrete units of grammatical knowledge, which encompasses grammatical, semantic and pragmatic knowledge -- form, meaning and use (Purpura, 2014, p 9). Assessment will also be authentic which means that the assessment task will simulate real-life situations within domains and scenarios beyond the classroom setting, and the socio-cognitive, socio-affective, socio-cultural and linguistic demands on the learner will be similar to the one of a speaker in a target language setting.

Classroom assessment mirrors the learning goals, content of instruction and instructional practices; therefore, curriculum, teaching, and assessment must be coherent for learning goals to be achieved and learners’ communicative competence to be developed.
Task design, task performance, and assessment become a fundamental unit of instructed learning; tools such as analytic and/or holistic scales, rubrics, progress indicators and checklists play an important role for obtaining valid and reliable qualitative and quantitative data about learners´ learning and performance.

There may not be a perfect combination of ingredients that can guarantee success, but there are some basic things you can do to improve your chances of being successful in life, love, work, or whatever happens to be important to you.

 Teacher asks learners to think about what it takes to have a healthy lifestyle. Teacher gives learners a printed drop and asks them to write their ideas about healthy living on it. (They can use the notes from the video). Teacher sticks on the wall a big cloud (HEALTHY LIVING) and learners stick their drops under the cloud. Teacher reinforces vocabulary if necessary.



Teacher gives/sends learners a copy (How healthy are you?) and asks them to fill in the answers and then check their score. After learners get their score, teacher asks them about things they can do to change unhealthy habits they have.

Introducing
The teacher tells learners that this week they are talking about healthy living and how it relates to success. Teacher states that success is not about money, big houses and fast cars. It includes all parts of a person’s life. Success should not be defined by what a person has materially, but rather by the life they have, the joy they bring to others and the happiness they feel inside. Teacher tells learners that sometimes people need advice in order to establish healthy habits in their life.

 To give advice and opinions of the best thing to do in a particular situation, we will use MODALS. Learners watch a video with a review of modals. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=00k85ENbak4 . Teacher makes sure they understood the explanation and give them a summary of the structure. Teacher reinforces vocabulary if necessary.
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Then learners (in pairs) fill out a worksheet to practice giving advice and opinion.
[image: ]When learners have had time to complete the exercise, they check their papers with a partner.  The teacher helps learners check.






Oral Comprehension

Once learners complete the text, they are asked to choose an appropriate tittle and share it with the class. 



Reading for the second time
Learners read the text for the second time and underline key phrases or ideas that give examples of activities that can be done to achieve a healthy lifestyle.
 Then they are asked to identify and write the main idea and some supporting details from the text. They use a graphic organizer given by the teacher. 
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Post-reading
There are many steps that we can take to help ourselves and others to have a healthy life. Learners, with a classmate or in a small group, discuss what they can do to help others to have a healthy life. Learners write one or two ideas on bond/construction papers and stick them on the wall.




Oral production:

Learners watch a video about asking and giving opinions and expressing agreement and disagreement. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Fv3ePXxb8ZQ  
Checking 
Teacher makes sure learners understood the video and took notes. 

[image: ]Planning
They take notes about the expressions in a copy given /sent by the teacher. They will use these notes in the next activity.
Learners are asked to play an activity that teaches them how to state problems, agreeing, disagreeing and give advice/opinions using given structures.
[image: ]Teacher can stick the following information on the wall.
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Elaborating 
Learners practice for the next activity. Teacher states a minor problem and chooses one student to give his/her opinion and a piece of advice. Then, the teacher expresses agreement or disagreement to model the interaction they are about to have. Teacher checks understanding of the activity.
Students follow this example:
-Teacher: “I'm always late to class. How can I improve that?”
-Advice/opinion giver: In my opinion, you should buy a car. In this way, you can arrive sooner.
-Teacher: I´m not sure I agree with you.






Interacting
Learners will be divided into two groups, Problem People and Advice/Opinion Givers. The problem people think of a minor problem they have to achieve a healthy lifestyle and are willing to talk about, e.g. “I'm always late to class. How can I improve that?”
 Each problem person then pairs up with an advice/opinion giver. The problem person explains their problem and the advice/opinion giver gives his/her opinion and a piece of advice. 
The problem person replies if he/she agrees or disagrees and then moves on to ask advice from another advice giver.
Students follow this example:
-Problem person: “I'm always late to class. How can I improve that?”
-Advice/opinion giver: In my opinion, you should buy a car. In this way, you can come faster.
-Problem person: I´m not sure I agree with you.









 This continues until the problem person has received three pieces of advice and opinions. Then, the learners swap roles and repeat the activity.
After the activity has been completed, learners state their problem and report to the class on the best and worst piece of advice they received using the target language.
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	Integrated Mini-Project
	Time

	Phase: 1 Participating
Teacher explains and writes on the board ALL options of projects learners have. Teacher can also give a copy with the information in order to save time. Learners are asked to think about each mini-project and choose their favorite.

Suggested Integrated Mini Project

 -“A Healthy lifestyle stand” (groups of 3/4) 
Task: You and your friends are presenters at the School HEALTH FAIR. You have to raise awareness and show your classmates what they can do to improve their health. Each stand should have a different topic (healthy food/eating, mental health, positive attitudes, exercising, etc.) Choose your topic, organize your ideas, make a creative stand and present the information to your classmates.

-“ Picturing myself in the future” (picture and oral presentation) (pairs)
Teacher explains to learners that picturing their best self in the future is a good start in charting their journey to success. They have to visualize their goals coming true and how they can empower themselves to make them a reality.
Task: Pick a future date, perhaps 5 year, 10 years or even 15 years from now.
For this activity, concentrate on your future self at work. Imagine that everything has gone exactly how you wanted it to and all your goals have been achieved. Tell your classmates how you got there and all the habits you implemented to achieve your goals.
For example, are you in your dream job or perhaps running your own business? What work are you doing? Who are you working with? What environment are you in? Do you have an office? What is it like? Are you working full time or just two or three days each week?
Learners should try to describe their future self in as much detail as possible and include at least one picture.

-“  A story of a Successful person” (Lap book and oral presentation) (groups of 3 )
Task: You and your friends will present a person you all admire the most. This person is successful in so many different ways. You will create a lap book to include the information/pictures. Take into account the following aspects: 
· What defines your notion of success? We tend to think of success on material terms, but everyone truly has their own interpretation. 
· Use somebody’s life as an example of success; you must be clear how that person has impacted your life. 
· Start with a personal story. Why did you choose that person and how does his/her life resonate with you? 
· Try to inspire your classmates to pursue their own dreams, it might be a good idea to highlight how the person has overcome adversity in order to achieve their success.
· How has this person continued to evolve over the course of their lifetime or career?  

-“Video(Tik Tok, Snapchat, Flipgrid, Quik, InShot, etc. ): What it takes to be successful” (groups of 3)
Task: You and your friends want to tell your classmates what it takes to be successful. To do so, you will create an informative video to share valuable information with them. Take into account the following aspects: 

· Write Out the Steps and Make a Script: A good how-to video should be short and specific; include every step; use simply language; have a visual for each step; and be engaging.
· Shoot Your Video: Before you begin filming, you should scout out and identify a suitable location to film your how-to video.
· Edit Your Video: If you filmed your video in several takes, you will need to put together all of the clips using some type of video editing software.
· Get a Sense Check: Once you are fairly happy with the edited video, it is a good idea to have a number of friends, family members, or teachers view it and confirm that the instructions make sense.
· Present the video to your classmates.

	Pre-teaching
Routine: Checking attendance, checking in with Ls, T posts Can Do`s on the board in order to follow them as a class agenda.
Participating: Warm up
Teacher presents to the learners the 12 steps to develop a positive attitude. She/ he asks the learners to take notes about the presentation. https://es.slideshare.net/TrainSmart/12-steps-to-developing-a-positive-attitude

After showing the presentation to the learners, the teacher asks them what they think about the steps and what they understood. Learners can guide themselves towards the understanding of steps being presented through the pictures included in this source.


Engaging: Activation of prior knowledge

The teacher writes the unit’s topic in a color paper: “Add a pinch of positive attitude” and sticks/shows it on the board/screen. Teacher asks learners about different ways they consider are useful for having a positive attitude and  brainstorm the  learners’ opinions on the board/screen. 

The teacher writes on the board/screen some questions taking into account the 12 steps to develop a positive attitude.  The learners answer the following questions:
1- Which one got my attention the most?
2- Which step do I apply in my daily life?
3- Is there any step which I don’t apply? Which one?
The teacher finishes this step explaining that in order to be successful, it is necessary to have a balance with mind and body and that everything combines to have a positive attitude.  


Introducing
The teacher reminds learners that in order to develop a positive life and attitude, probably, they will have to make some changes and face challenges. For that reason, in order to set goals, it is necessary to use the Simple Future in some occasions. (e.g. I will stop thinking about video games./ I will start studying positive quotes from different authors every day). That is why she/ he gives a review about the Simple Future construction for learners to practice this tense.
[image: ]












After making the review of the topic, the teacher gives the learners a worksheet where they have to organize the scrambled sentences using the Simple Future.
Once the learners finish solving the exercise individually, teacher along with the learners check answers orally. 
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Oral comprehension



Pre-listening 
The teacher sticks /shows a series of words (feelings, bones, flying, sunshine, lights, move, imagine, dance, good, keep, sing, body) on the board/screen which are taken from the song (Can`t stop the feeling) https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ru0K8uYEZWw&list=RDru0K8uYEZWw&start_radio=1&t=0

The teacher divides the group into two subgroups: A and B, each group chooses one representative. The teacher explains that as soon as the representative listen to any of the words stuck on the board/or shown on the screen, they have to run and touch them/raise their hand. The group with most recognized words is the winner.  
Learners express how the words they recognized are related to positive attitudes and teacher writes on the board/screen main ideas and other details given by the learners.

Teacher explains that they are going to listen to a conversation among Ajay, Jana and Lucía discussing about healthy eating and exercise.




Listening for the first time 
The teacher plays an audio of a conversation among Ajay, Jana and Lucía discussing about healthy eating and exercise: https://share.america.gov/everyday-conversations-healthy-eating/, but before playing it, the teacher writes the following questions on the board/screen for the learners to write them in  their notebooks:
1- What happens to Ajay when he stays up all night studying?
2- Where does Jana buy vegetables?
3- What does Ajay propose to Lucía at the end of the conversation?
4- How does healthy living can help Ajay and Jana to stay positive in life?

Learners listen to the conversation and pay close attention to the details asked in the previous questions.  

Pair/Group feedback 
Learners share their answers in small groups first. Then, they answer the questions orally about it by raising their hands and teacher gives them feedback when necessary.




Listening for the second time
[bookmark: _Hlk58439926]Learners listen to the conversation again along with some common expressions that appear there. The teacher gives/sends them a copy where they have to write the correct meaning of each expression in the blanks. It is suggested that learners do not write the whole meaning but at least the main idea.

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Planning 

Learners analyze the information collected during the Find Someone Who… activity. They write notes to about the findings to prepare a presentation. They also decide on the best way to report the information.   

Organizing

Learners organize the findings in logical sequence, decide on the sentence frames and discourse markers and the format and template or layout  of the presentation. 

Rehearsing

Once the learners have the presentation ready, they get in pairs to practice before presenting. It is important to give feedback to each other while rehearsing.  

Describing 
At the end each student reports the information including ideas, feelings and opinions given by their classmates and their final thoughts.

4- An expensive education will jumpstart your success.
5- Focus on you what you do best.
6- You have to always look out for yourself.
7- Money equals success and happiness.
8- Determination and discipline will help you achieve whatever you want.
9- It is necessary that most of the people around you, support your ideas.
10- Whatever you do, do it with love.

Teacher asks learners to make a conversation in which they agree or disagree with the statements taking as reference this structure. She also reminds learners to include in the conversation phrases or words to show social courtesy for interrupting, changing topic, resuming or continuing an interaction.

Learners should also justify their answers by giving their personal opinion.
Learners have to answer taking into account the phrases and expressions used for agreeing disagreeing given before. 

Checking 
The teacher uses questions to make sure learners understand the task given. She asks learners to repeat the instructions and model one example. 

Planning
Learners write a conversation in in which they agree or disagree with the statements. 

Elaborating
When writing the conversation, learners can use different previously learned sentence frames for cause and effect with social courtesy for interrupting, changing topic, resuming or continuing an interaction.

Many of us place great value on performance, on achievements, or on reaching various goals. Others associate success with material goods, measuring it by how much one can acquire. Others measure success by how much they can contribute to the well-being of their families, or to the community and society in general.  There are many other definitions, but mostly success is associated with becoming rich, famous, and respected at work. 
Yet, it doesn’t have to be that way. 

Being successful could mean simply being satisfied with oneself and one’s career. For many people, a successful person is someone who feels that his or her work and life in general offer an exceptionally high degree of satisfactions. However, how does one get from here to there? How does one reach this feeling of satisfaction with life and career? It seems that successful people consistently do two things:

· They use their natural abilities in their work.
· They set career and life goals.

In other words, successful people choose careers where they can use their natural abilities or do what comes naturally to them. For example, successful teachers are people who instinctively know how to help people learn, and the best doctors are those who know how to listen to people. Successful people know where they are starting from, and what direction they want to give their lives and careers, even if it is something as simple and wonderful as raising a happy family.

Charlie Chaplin's Early Life
He was believed to have been born on April 16, 1889. There is some doubt whether April 16 is actually his birthday, and it is possible he was not born in 1889. There is also uncertainty about his birthplace: London or Fontainebleau, France. There is no doubt, however, as to his parentage: he was born to Charles Chaplin, Sr. and Hannah Harriette Hill (aka Lily Harley on stage), both Music Hall entertainers. His parents separated soon after his birth, leaving him in the care of his increasingly unstable mother.

In 1896, Chaplin's mother was unable to find work; Charlie and his older half-brother Sydney Chaplin had to be left in the workhouse at Lambeth, moving after several weeks to Hanwell School for Orphans and Destitute Children. His father died an alcoholic when Charlie was 12, and his mother suffered a mental breakdown, and was eventually admitted temporarily to the Cane Hill Asylum at Coulsdon (near Croydon). She died in 1928 in the United States, two years after coming to the States to live with Chaplin, by then a commercial success.

Charlie first took to the stage when, aged five, he performed in Music Hall in 1894, standing in for his mother. As a child, he was confined to a bed for weeks due to a serious illness, and, at night, his mother would sit at the window and act out what was going on outside. In 1900, aged 11, his brother helped him get the role of a comic cat in the pantomime Cinderella at the London Hippodrome. In 1903 he appeared in 'Jim, A Romance of Cockayne', followed by his first regular job, as the newspaper boy Billy in Sherlock Holmes, a part he played into 1906. This was followed by Casey's 'Court Circus' variety show, and, the following year, he became a clown in Fred Karno's 'Fun Factory' slapstick comedy company.

According to immigration records, he arrived in the United States with the Karno troupe on October 2, 1912. In the Karno Company was Arthur Stanley Jefferson, who would later become known as Stan Laurel. Chaplin and Laurel shared a room in a boarding house. Stan Laurel returned to England but Chaplin remained in the United States. Chaplin's act was seen by film producer Mack Sennett, who hired him for his studio, the Keystone Film Company.

Then, they make a list on the board with the ones that said “yes” or “no”. Then, they watch the following video about the definition of success https://vimeo.com/134134439. After watching the video, teacher encourages them to share some thoughts about their response now that they saw the video. 


Engaging: Activation of prior knowledge
In groups, learners think of words that express success. Then, they write them on a big piece of paper and stick it on the wall. Learners read what the other classmates wrote and clarify any vocabulary they may not know.

Each stand should have a different topic (healthy food/eating, mental health, positive attitudes, exercising, etc.) Choose your topic, organize your ideas, make a creative stand and present the information to your classmates.

Engaging: Activation of prior knowledge
The teacher sticks/projects the Unit’s Essential Question on the wall/screen: How can technology make us closer or further apart?, and the goals for the week. The teacher tells learners that this week they are going to talk about the importance of technology and how technology has changed the way we live nowadays. Most of this technology implies inventions. Human inventions and technologies have shaped civilizations and transformed life on the Earth. Most major inventions don't have just one inventor. Instead, they have been developed separately by many people, or many people have had a hand in their evolution from basic concepts to useful inventions. 
 Students watch the video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=alUyW-PxQIQ  that presents some popular inventions. Students brainstorm some other inventions they know.

Introducing 
The teacher shows students different pictures to recognize the apps, devices or inventions that have influenced our daily lives. They are going to use thumbs up if they recognize them and thumbs down if they do not recognize them.

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Teacher asks students the following question;
*What do you think is the best invention?
*Which one is better, Facebook or Instagram?

Teacher states that some inventions are better than others, even though they are all important. To compare inventions we can use superlatives and comparatives. 
We can use Comparative adjectives to compare one noun to another noun. In these instances, only two items are being compared. For example, someone might say that "Facebook is better than Instagram."
Superlative adjectives are used to compare three or more nouns. They're also used to compare one thing against the rest of a group. Superlative adjectives demonstrate a higher level of comparison between entities. For example, "Facebook is the best social network of  the world” 
Teacher reviews comparative and superlative forms of the adjectives.

Learners share their responses with the class. Teacher tells students that way before the invention of washing machines, people went down to the river and made use of the power of the current to wash their dirty laundry. They loosened the dirt by trampling on the clothing, beating it against a rock or through vigorous scrubbing.

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WASHING MACHINES: HOW TO USE YOURS FOR BEST RESULTS
Our how to use a washing machine guide comes with a handy infographic, so even if you’re strapped for time you can have a quick look at the dos and don’ts of doing laundry. 
DOS – GETTING BEST RESULTS
1. Separating clothes by colour will help to prevent any colour run disasters so divide your weekly washes into four piles: whites, lights, darks, and delicates. Once you’ve got enough of one pile to put it in the machine, check the garments for stains. Pre-treat these with a little Persil small & mighty before placing in the washer to avoid having to re-wash later.
2. Before popping your clothes in the washing machine, always check the care labels for washing guidelines. These will give you instructions on the appropriate wash cycle and temperature to set. 
3. It’s a good idea to pop delicate items like underwear, tights, silks, and lingerie in laundry bags to protect them from snagging. If you don’t have a laundry bag, use a pillowcase! 
4. Always read the packaging of your detergent to learn how to measure and use that specific product. As a general rule, you can consult these guidelines:
· Measure liquid detergents using the measuring cap or dosing ball and place the whole ball in you washing machine drum after your clothes. 
· Measure washing powders using the scoop provided and pour into the correct compartment of the detergent drawer (check your owner manual for this).
· Add washing tablets to the detergent drawer or the washing machine drum before your clothes, according to the instructions for your machine, 
· Just like washing machine tablets, how to use laundry capsules is easy and straightforward. Pop one at the back of the drum before your clothes and go!
5. This will allow it to air out and help prevent mould and mildew from growing – so no more nasty smells lingering in the kitchen.
6. Regular cleaning is an important part of knowing how to use washing machines, after all, your washing machine won’t be able to do its job efficiently if it’s not clean itself! Set the washing machine to a hot cycle and add a cup of white vinegar to sanitize the machine and help remove smells. Our guide on how to clean a smelly washing machine has more advice.

DON’T’S – AVOIDING COMMON MISTAKES
1. Clothes crammed into the washing machine won’t be able to move around enough to get a proper clean so you could end up needing to wash them again! Likewise, do not wash small loads using a large load cycle – this will use an unnecessary amount of water and energy. 
2. Check all pockets for things like tissues or plastic toys, before placing in the washing machine. A stray tissue could leave your entire load covered in white fluff! 
3. Fabric conditioner should never come in direct contact with clothes as it could stain them. Consult your washing machine manual and find the correct compartment in the detergent drawer for the conditioner to be placed in – it’s usually marked with a flower.
4. An excessive amount of laundry detergent could leave residue on your clothing and doesn’t result in cleaner clothes. Read our dosing guide for advice on dosages for liquids, powders, and capsules, and always following the instructions on the product label. 
5. Moisture from wet clothes could result in a build-up of mould in your washing machine drum, or even on your clothes. Remove clothes from the washer as soon as possible after the rinse cycle is finished and dry naturally, outside, where you can. 
6. Minor washing machine problems, such as a blocked water pipe, may be something you can tackle yourself with a little help from your washing machine manual. More serious problems, however, especially anything related to the plumbing or electrics of your machine, should always be directed to a professional. It concerns the plumbing or electrics of your machine.
With the basic dos and don’ts of how to use your washing machine covered, doing the laundry should now be a lot simpler.

Learners watch a video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=jwFJ9nfJNZ0 and then brainstorm examples of different ways of giving opinions they found on the video. Teacher tapes on the wall a poster with expression to give opinions.

In pairs, learners ask and answer the following questions. Learners take turns.
· What is your opinion about living without telephones?

· What is your opinion about cloning humans?



Teacher explains that today we are learning about how to make suggestions.
Learners watch a video https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=2zyca6fGo4A and take notes about expressions used to make suggestions. They read their notes aloud and teacher checks their answers. Teacher tapes a poster (make suggestion) on the wall.
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Students are going to identify phrases for making suggestions. They underline the phrases.
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Learners are going to create phrases for accepting and rejecting suggestions by matching the beginning and end together.

Teacher reviews the language and elicits other phrases the students could use to make suggestions.

Organizing

Students create six suggestions of their own related to the use of technology. Then, take it in turns to make, accept and reject the suggestions with their partner.
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Teacher makes sure students understood how to express opinions and make suggestions. Teacher gives feedback or repairs if necessary. Then, learners start a group discussion in the next stage.


Rehearsing

Learners practice for the next activity. Students are given 2 minutes to write down a problem that can be solved through the use of technology. Teacher states a problem and chooses one student to give his/her opinion and make a suggestion. This student states a new problem and chooses another students to give opinions and make suggestions. The activity continues for 5 more minutes.
Teacher: My grandpa is a silver surfer, but he does not have time to go to the bank and he needs to make some urgent transactions. What can he do?

Interacting

Class will be divided into small groups. Using the expressions from the previous activity, each group discusses three problems that can be solved through the use of technology and makes, accepts and rejects suggestions and expresses opinions. The students then decide on the best solution for each situation and tell the class what they decided and why. Teacher checks understanding of the activity.
Teacher writes the three problems on the board. All groups discuss the same problems:

1. I HATE shopping for clothes, particularly the slow, painful process of trying things on to finding items that fit my body. What can I do?
2. I´m feeling homesick. I really miss my family. What can I do to keep in touch with them?
3. My house is really dirty. I don’t have time to clean it. What can I do?

In every topic, students are asked to react and interrupt during the conversation to make it more natural and real. Finally, they must close the conversation thanking and using a leave taking. Option: Give students a set of cards for participation, every time a student wants to participate, interrupt, or ask a question they spend one card. In that way the conversation is balanced in the sense that everybody must spend their cards. It’s a way to control the talkative ones and the quiet ones. 


Written production

Pre-writing

Teacher shares with the class some tips on how to write a persuasive paragraph:  use:
1. Pick a topic you’re passionate concerning environmental problems and helping nature.
2. Research both sides. In order to convince the reader to agree with you, you also have to know what you’re trying to get them to disagree with. 
3. Be empathetic. An effective persuasion technique is the use of empathy. A reader is more inclined to believe you if they feel like you can relate to and understand their experiences. 
4. Ask rhetorical questions. Presenting questions that the reader will be forced to answer for themselves later on is another good persuasive strategy, especially when the information provided to help make that decision is supportive of your point of view.
5. Emphasize your point. The use of exaggeration in order to express urgency, exclusivity, or just to make a point is another useful persuasive technique.
6. Repeat yourself. Strategic repetition can be an effective way to gradually remind the reader of your message. Finding different ways to make the same point by use of rephrasing, true stories, metaphors, or other literary devices all serve to reinforce your point without bogging down the reader with repetitiveness.

1. Nonprofit: A nonprofit organization is one that qualifies for tax-exempt status by the IRS because its mission and purpose are to further a social cause and provide a public benefit. Nonprofit organizations include hospitals, universities, national charities and foundations.

Surveys indicate that NGOs have a high degree of public trust, which can make them a useful proxy for the concerns of society and stakeholders. However, NGOs can also be lobby groups for corporations, such as the World Economic Forum.
4. .org domain: The .org domain extension stands for “organization” and is more appropriate for non-profit organizations, but has a wide range of uses in for-profit websites. They can also be used for websites that provide people with free resources and information




8 Simple Ways to Help the Environment
Every little thing YOU do really makes a difference!

Students are constantly learning how they can make a difference in the world. There are classes and clubs focused on various social issues, and these places teach students how they can change these issues. One popular cause that has been popular in recent years is the helping the environment and preserving our resources. Become a Fastweb member to make paying for school easier! There are several ways that you – yes, YOU- can help protect this planet we call Earth. What you do makes a difference! 
1. Use Reusable Bags
Plastic grocery-type bags that get thrown out end up in landfills or in other parts of the environment. These can suffocate animals who get stuck in them or may mistake them for food. Also, it takes a while for the bags to decompose.
Whether you are shopping for food, clothes or books, use a reusable bag. This cuts down on litter and prevents animals from getting a hold of them. There are even some stores (such as Target) that offer discounts for using reusable bags! These bags are useful for things other than shopping as well. I have heard of people using reusable bags when they move! If you forget your bags at home, buy a new one. Better yet, keep a couple bags in your car so you never leave home without them (just make sure you remember you put them there)! If you are in a position where you need to use the plastic bags, reuse them the next time you go shopping, or use them for something else. Just do not be so quick to throw them out! There are some states that are outlawing or charging extra for using plastic bags. Using reusable bags helps the environment AND your budget!
2. Print as Little as Necessary
We have all had that teacher that wanted us to have a copy of every single reading when we come to class, or that professor who wanted a hard copy of the ten-page paper that is due next week. These are fine but it seems as if they do not understand that using so much paper is detrimental to the environment. What can you do? Ask your teacher if you can bring a laptop or an e-reader to class so that you can download the reading onto that and read it from there. If not, print on both sides of the page to reduce the amount of paper used. If you need to turn in a long paper, ask the professor if it is okay to print on both sides of the page and explain why you’re asking. Most teachers care about the environment as well and would be willing to allow you to do so.
3. Recycle
Recycling is such a simple thing to do, but so many people don’t do it. Many garbage disposal companies offer recycling services, so check with the company you use to see if they can help you get started! It is as simple as getting a bin and putting it out with your trash cans for free! Also, check with your RA to see if recycling options are offered in your dorm. Another way to recycle is to look for recycling cans near trashcans. Instead of throwing recyclables in the trash with your non-recyclables, make a point to take an extra step to locate recycling cans around your campus. 
4. Use a Reusable Beverage Containers
Instead of buying individually-packaged drinks, consider buying a bulk container of the beverage you want and buying a reusable water bottle. Not only will this help the environment, but it will also help you save money since you are buying a bulk container. Many campuses offer water fountains designed for drinking as well as for refilling reusable water bottles. Make use of these fountains throughout the day when you finish off the initial beverage. Along these lines, many restaurants offer reusable containers for drinks. If you go to a certain place a lot, consider buying one of these containers to help minimize waste. A lot of coffee shops even offer a discount to customers who use a reusable container for their drinks. Starbucks, as an example, offers a small discount for customers who do this. Saving the environment and money? Win-win.
5. Don’t Throw Your Notes Away
At the end of the semester, students are often stuck with notes they don’t need anymore, especially from GenEd classes that had little, if anything, to do with their major. The good news is that teachers that teach GenEd classes have to keep their material consistent with guidelines from the college/university. This means that students next semester will be learning basically the same material you learned from a class. If you took great notes, ask your teacher to connect you with students in a future class so that you can give them your notes. These notes will help students by being able to read what they are learning in the words of another student. It is beneficial to read things that are worded differently than what the teacher said. You may need to find a student on your own, depending on the teacher’s load for the semester. It will feel great to help others taking the same class! You can list your notes on online college boards. While some may be willing to buy the notes at a price, it will feel just as good giving them your notes for free since you are helping them out! Also, other student organizations may appreciate notes. At the community college I attended, the Veteran’s Club had a separate building for resources. They had an area for textbooks used by students, and they could check the books out for a semester, and many people would bundle notes in with the books. Ask around to see if any organization has something like this. If you can’t find anyone to give the notes to, at the very least, recycle the paper you used.
6. Save Electricity!
Use energy-efficient light bulbs instead of regular bulbs. They last longer, which will save you a bit of money (every little bit helps on a college budget, right?). Make you turn off lights, the TV, and other appliances when you are not using them. Lower your air conditioning or heat when it’s not necessary. This is especially true for between seasons. Open your windows in the early fall or layering your clothes in the early fall. 
7. Save Water
Water is wasted more frequently than we can see. Turn off the faucet as you are brushing your teeth. Don’t turn your shower on until you’re ready to get in and wash your hair. Limit your water usage as you wash dishes. Changing old habits will be good for both the environment and your wallet! 
8. Avoid Taking Cars or Carpool When Possible
Cars are harmful to the environment. Taking public transportation, walking, or riding a bike to class are better options that help the environment and your budget, as well as getting some exercise in! If you do need to use your car, compare schedules and places of residency with those in your classes. You can split the cost of gas and have alternating schedules for who drives when. Nonprofit organizations have many purposes and functions in society and they serve the needs and interests of millions of people in the United States and abroad. However, nonprofits aren’t without their disadvantages, stemming from funding issues to social pressure. Despite the challenges, nonprofits survive through generous donations of money and in-kind donations from benefactors and supporters.
Advantage: Employee Commitment
Many employees who work for nonprofits have a personal interest in and commitment to the organization’s cause. For example, a woman whose relative or close friend fought breast cancer may look for a career opportunity with the nonprofit Susan G. Komen foundation. A parent whose child is active in scouting may enjoy a staff position with the Boy Scouts of America. There is an advantage to employing workers who believe in the nonprofit’s mission, values and philosophy. In addition, employees with a personal interest may have a better understanding of the structure and processes of a nonprofit organization.
Disadvantage: Limited Funding
Fund development and fund-raising can be a nonprofit organization's greatest challenge, particularly during an economic downturn and when unemployment rates are high. In fact, some nonprofits are forced to discontinue services to populations in need when the nonprofit itself lacks funding. Fund development also requires a competent grant writer with a relatively high success rate. Hiring the services of a grant writer can be costly and turn the fund development hurdle into an essential gamble.
Advantage: Intrinsic Rewards
The services that nonprofit organizations provide benefit communities and segments of the population that are often overlooked or underserved, such as homeless children. According to the United States Interagency Council on Homelessness, about 58,000 families in the United States experience homelessness on a given night. It’s impossible to measure the tangible effects a nonprofit organization can have on families, but the intangible benefits far outweigh the dollar value of their services.
Nonprofits and their employees reap intrinsic rewards from the satisfaction of helping clients and community members who are not in a position to fend for themselves. This is a distinct advantage for nonprofits and the people associated with nonprofit organizations.
Disadvantage: Social Pressure
Potential backlash and social fracas plague some nonprofit organizations whose missions are considered extreme, whether they are based on fundamentalist beliefs or progressive attitudes. For example, religious-focused nonprofits whose actions incite an emotional response to the privacy of fallen soldiers and their families receive social pressure to cease activities. Progressive organizations whose goal is to enlighten communities and expand the concept of diversity through redefining family structure also encounter protests and opposition to their causes and philosophy.
Advantage: Financial Benefits
When an organization has nonprofit status, particularly when recognized at the federal level by the IRS, it can take advantage of tax and financial benefits:
· When donations to an organization are tax-deductible, donors have an incentive to contribute.
· Nonprofit organizations may be given favorable terms and discounts by landlords, service providers and retail companies.
· IRS-recognized nonprofit 501(c)(3) public charities do not have to pay corporate income tax.

Disadvantage: Public Scrutiny
The financial statements of nonprofit organizations are subject to public scrutiny. This means that the organization must make its financial statements available to the general public: While this type of accountability can have its benefits, it can also, in some cases, result in unflattering press coverage, particularly if the organization is experiencing financial or administrative challenges. Many nonprofits opt to periodically hire a third-party organization to audit the nonprofit's books and operations to ensure compliance with tax codes and industry best practices.
Advantage: Protection from Personal Liability
Incorporation as a nonprofit can protect an organization's founders, officers and workers from personal liability for the organization's debts, including fines and lawsuits. This protection is particularly important for charitable organizations that work directly with the public.

Let's learn how to give advice!
English speakers use the modal verbs “should,” “ought to” and “had better” to express that they think something is a good (or a bad) idea. “Should” is the most common way to give advice.

These examples have the same basic advice message, but *had better” is a bit stronger. It includes the idea of a warning: something bad will happen if you do not follow my advice. For example

You had better not forget to pay your tuition. If you forget, the university will kick you out

You had better do your homework. If you do not do your homework, the teacher will give you a low mark.

Note: “You had better...” can be contracted to become “You'd better...." This is correct grammar, and very common in speaking. Some native speakers say, “You better ...," but this is incorrect. The “had”
is necessary in good grammar.

In the above examples, you can see that the modals are followed by the simple form of a verb in these patterns.
